Poolhead Sausage Fest
Rules of Entry
1. Sausages must be either home produced using home reared meat or butcher produced sausages using home reared meat.

2. Non-home reared meat such as venison or rabbit is permitted if it has been caught, trapped, shot or classed as road kill. Shop bought meat is not permitted. 

3. Entrants must declare which of the above applies and state the type of sausage entered. Eg Butcher produced pork and apple or home produced badger road kill with sun dried tomato!
4. Judging will be conducted by independent judges, who will not be allowed to submit an entry.

5. Entry into the competition will require the submission of 6 sausages of the same variety.

6. Entry will attract a fee of £2 per entry, with all proceeds going to charity.
7. More than 1 entry is permitted.

8. Sausages can be cooked by any means, including grilling, frying, hot smoking or baking. Microwaving is not recommended but is permitted!

9. Coatings and glazes are allowed.

10. Judging will be based upon the following criteria:

a. Appearance – are the sausages evenly cooked and have not burst open?
b. Smell – Do the sausages smell appetising and get the gastric juices flowing?
c. Texture – Do the sausages have a good balance of meat to rusk? 
d. Flavour – Is there a good balance of meat, spice and herb flavours?
e. Overall – How likely is the judge to buy this sausage to eat at home?
11. Scores for each criteria will be awarded by each judge from 1 through to 5. A score of 1 is classed as poor and 5 being excellent.

12. Scores for each category will be totalled to give a final score for the entry with a maximum score being 25 per judge. The highest scoring sausage will be the winner.

13. In the event of a tie, the judges will be ask to choose the winner.

14. Prizes will be awarded for the best sausage in Poolhead, with awards for the runner up and 3rd place. There will also be a special award for home produced using home reared meat.

15. Entrants will be provided a plate on which to present their sausages.

16. Entrants will draw a number and the judges will score against that number without knowing whose sausages they are.
17. Cooked entries must be presented by no later than 19:25 for judging to commence at 19:30.
18. Heckling, intimidating, bribing or drugging the judges is not allowed and will lead to instant disqualification.

19. The organisers reserve the right to amend these rules only in agreement with all the entrants and judges.
